David Gotlob Excellence in Teaching Award

Rules and Procedures Governing the Award

Established March 7, 1999
(Revised April 3, 2000 and May 15, 2001)

1. Award

       A.
The David Gotlob Excellence in Teaching Award is an annual award presented by 

the IPFW Accounting Society to an eligible faculty member in the Department of 
Accounting and Finance.

       B.  
The award is in memory of David Gotlob, a former professor in the Department of 
Accounting and Finance, who passed away in 1998. 

C.  The award will be presented at the IPFW Accounting Society Banquet held annually 
each Spring Semester.  

D.
An individual plaque will be presented to the recipient of the award and the recipient's 
name will also be engraved on a plaque listing all past recipients of the award on          
display in the Department of Accounting and Finance. 

2. Eligibility

A.
Any full-time IPFW professor in accounting or business law teaching a minimum average of 9 hours per semester is eligible.

B.
Part-time instructors and visiting professors are not eligible.

C.
A professor may not receive the award more than once during any given three year period.

D.
Only professors teaching in the most current academic year are eligible for the award.  Professors on leave are not eligible.  However, professors on sabbatical for one of the two semesters would be eligible.

3. Nomination and Selection Process

A.
During Spring Semester, student nominations shall be solicited to assist in determining the recipient of the award. 

B. Nominations may be submitted only by accounting majors in classes at the 300 level or higher. Students in 200 level accounting classes are not eligible to submit nominations because they have not yet been exposed to a majority of the accounting faculty.

C.
December graduates shall be included in the selection process.  Efforts should be made to provide them with nomination forms

D.
The IPFW Accounting Society officers shall be responsible for distributing, collecting, tallying, and analyzing the nomination forms. 

E. A meeting shall be held by the IPFW Accounting Society officers from the most recent  Fall and Spring Semesters to determine the recipient of the award after a careful, meaningful analysis of the candidates in relation to the student nominations. 

F. The contents of the nomination forms and the proceedings of the selection meeting shall not be discussed with any student, faculty member, or advisor so as to maintain the integrity of the award.
